1. Bold Blue 
This home’s facade has an 
effortlessly polished aes-
thetic, with a dark blue 
front door and a denim-
hued porch, as well as clay-
toned bricks that provide  
a tasteful colour contrast.

The dreary days of winter 
leave many trees and bushes 
bare, so getting creative 
with evergreens is a must.
